Activities connected to the Unit of Inquiry: Reptiles:
· Students will watch the movie “How did the reptiles evolve”, take notes and answer the question how we call the process when organisms are changing to another.  Students will write their answers in comments. In the follow up activity students will make their own evolution timeline on the basis of the movie.

· Students will check their knowledge of reptiles with completing the Reptiles Quiz and write in comments a reflection of their success in quiz.
