Na matični šoli 

so učenci ustvarjali pri izbirnih predmetih likovno snovanje, v Višnji Gori pa pri predmetu likovna 

vzgoja. Koordinatorka izmenjave kazalk nam je dodelila dve šoli na različnih 

koncih sveta. Učenci 7. in 8. razreda PŠ Višnja Gora so tako s pomočjo učiteljice 

angleščine Tereze Markelj napisali  dve pismi za učence osnovne šole na  

Škotskem ter jim poslali svoje kazalke, učenci 8. razreda  iz matične šole pa so s 

spremnim pismom v angleščini na pot poslali kazalke  v osnovno šolo v Indiji. Z 

navdušenjem seveda čakamo tudi kazalke iz obeh šol, saj bo to tudi izvrstna 

priložnost, da učenci spoznajo svoje vrstnike iz drugih držav in njihove dežele.  

Z izmenjavo kazalk so imeli učenci priložnost razvijati svojo literarno (kazalke na temo najljubših 

knjig) in likovno ustvarjalnost, uporabiti znanje iz angleščine za pisanje in branje pisem, ter izpopolniti 

znanja s področja geografije. Tako so si s pomočjo svojih šolskih knjižnic odprli okna v širši svet in si 

pridobili dragoceno življenjsko izkušnjo.

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School Library Month "SCHOOL LIBRARIES EMPOWER LEARNERS FOR LIFE" 

In October 2011 our school participated for the first time in international Bookmarks Exchange 

Project. Bookmarks were made by 7. to 9. grade pupils. Their tutor was art teacher Anka Koželj 

Švigelj. In central school, pupils from elective subject of arts participated, and in associative school in 

Višnja Gora, pupils at subject art education took part in the project. Bookmarks exchange coordinator 

sent us details and contacts for two schools in different parts of the world. 7. and 8. Grade students 

from associative school in Višnja Gora sent with the help of English teacher Tereza Markelj two 

letters to high school in Scotland together with their bookmarks, and pupils from central school sent 

accompanying letter in English with their bookmarks all the way to school in India. We are now 

waiting to receive bookmarks from both schools with enthusiasm since this is also a great 

opportunity for pupils to learn more about pupils from abroad and their countries. 

Bookmark Exchange Project gave our pupils an opportunity to develop their literary knowledge (by 

designing bookmarks about their favorite books) and artistic creativity, to use knowledge of English 

for writing and reading letters and to improve their knowledge of Geography. With the help of school 

library they open their doors into the wider world and experience important life lesson.
