	Goals (Skills/Competences)
	Pupils learn perspective-taking skills.

	Material
	Drawing material, scissors, glue


	Procedure:
	- Pupils in all classes make big posters to illustrate groups of refugees who come to Europe, they decide themselves how to work: in groups, alone, … and how they make the posters: with pictures, drawings, …. This activity can be included in project work
- The pupils design a smart-phone and cut it out; they all make their own smart-phone but they can work together in pairs, in groups or alone.
- The pupils write a text-message in the smart-phone (or they can make a drawing). This is a message they want to send to their friends and/or family that stayed behind: it can be about the trip, the new country, ….
- Group discussion after presentation of each smart-phone
- The posters and smartphones are presented in the hall, outside of each class. Pupils can look at all the posters and can have conversations about it in class
