	Goals (Skills/Competences)

The pupils’ self-confidence in using teaching language will increase
Sub-competences
· To make a visual support
· To prepare an oral presentation
· To speak about oneself (identity, origins, background, country, dreams…)

	Material
	· A blank Mind-Map that will be used as a model
· Blank A3 sheets
· Felt tip pens, coloured pencils
· Illustrations from magazines, pictures, visuals
· Pairs of scissors
· Glue

	Procedure:
	This activity has to be led at the beginning of the schoolyear, after the presentations.
1. The teacher introduces himself with the support of a Mind-Map
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Then he asks the pupils to explain what he has just been doing and what he was talking about. The aim is to identify the sub-categories used in the description (my identity, my country, my tastes/hobbies, my family, my dreams). All the necessary/useful vocabulary has to be seen during the previous course. This activity is the final task
3. The pupils must create their own Mind-Map et personalize it with pictures, drawings, photographs… the aim is to have a visual support without any sentence
4. The pupils prepare their presentation in pairs: every pupil introduces himself to another one who will give him a feedback to improve his presentation
5. The pupils present themselves to the class.
