	Goals Skills/Competences
	To become aware of the difficulties faced by a member of a minority when he/she wants to include in the majority

	Material
	Coloured stickers - dots

	Procedure:
	1. The teacher will stick a coloured sticker to the forehad of each student. The students do not see the colour they have on their foreheads (closed eyes when they receive stickers - teacher announces to each student that s/he places the sticker on his/her forehead).  The division of colours could be for example as follows: 6x blue, 10x red, 4x black, 3x yellow, 3x green and 1x white.
2. Students have to form groups of the same color without talking to each other. 
3.  Remove the dots for the discussion - unify the group again as soon as possible. Questions for the reflection:
a) How did you feel when you found for the first time someone with the same color as you? 
b) How did feel the only one with white color?
c) For all pupils: Remember one situation when you felt alone. 
d) Have you tried to help each other within the groups? 
e) What groups do you belong to in your personal life? (sport team, choir,…)
f) Can anyone be a member of these groups?
g) Optional: Who sometimes feels like they don´t belong anywhere in our society?
Optional: Repeat the game and than let students make new groups according to the teacher´s  instructions (e.g. form group according pets, favourite meal, hobbies...)
Instruction adaptation for pupils with different native language: for the discussion use pictograms, objects, pictures, drama, body movements can be used.
