	Whiteboard, papers for students with questions

	Procedure:
	1. Students imagine they have to leave their school and have to attend the new one. They can choose variants:
a) small school with only several classroooms somewhere in the mountains
b) school abroad 
c) school in their own country but in the different, very special region  (different culture, dialect, folk costumes etc.) 
d) school where the strict rules  (eg. for discipline) are  held
e) or the other type of school which  is quite different
2. Students think over following questions and write/draw/tell their answers
a) Will you guess what would be the biggest difficulties for you?
b) Would  you expect help from anybody? From whom? What kind of help would you need? 
c) Do you help anybody in school ? Why and how? 
d) What could be an assistence in studies given to you if you need it?  (from parents, siblings, teachers, schoolmates, friends etc.?
3. Reflection: What are the essential characteristics of school culture in your school?  What is the difference between your school and the fictive school?  What did you need to master in it? What social skills would you need if you change into the new school? How do you deal with analogical changes in your life? What do you expect from others in these situations?
