You have lots of friends from school that you meet up with in your free time. 
You can celebrate the most important religious festivals with your family. 
You can go to the cinema or to a fast food restaurant at least once a week. 
You or your parents buy you something new to wear at least every three months. 
You can fall in love with whoever you want. 
Your parents have safe jobs and a reasonable income. 
Your whole family lives in Austria. 
Your parents don’t speak German. 
You speak three or more languages.
You were not born in Austria. 
You love singing and dancing. 
You don’t mind if you lose a game, as long as it’s fun. 
You like spending time with your family.
