	Goals (Skills/Competences)
	- to develop  speaking and listening skills,
- to develop creative inspiration and imagination
- to broaden vocabulary, 
- to develop  the ability for narrating short stories 

	Material
	Rory's Story Cubes

	Procedure:
	- Each learner is asked to throw 3-9 cubes 
- The learner is given 1-2 min time to form the story in his/her mind 
- The learner arranges the cubes in such a way that they represent the story 
- The learner narrates the story to the teacher.
- In a smaller group the learners listen to the stories of each other and narrate their own 
- The learners exchange information about their feelings and thoughts while creating the stories, narrating and listening to
   other stories.

	· The game can be played with fewer cubes and later increase the number, depending on the age of learners and language skills not to forget the ability to listen 
· It is possiblle to retell the story several times and develop listening skill
· The story can be created in group, each learner telling one sentence, the others continuing the activity
