1. Weather forecast

1 Divide students into pairs or groups, depending on how many computers are available.
2 Have the students check the following web page: 
     http://www.weatheronline.co.uk
3 Each pair or group has to check the weather in one of the countries or continents.
4 They compare the weather forecasts and decide where the weather is going to be the best, the worst, the hottest, the coldest, the rainiest,...
5 They can produce a TV World Weather Report and present it.

2. Planning a holiday

1 Divide students into pairs or groups, depending on how many computers are available.
2 Have the students check the following web pages:

5. Weather Idioms
In the same way you can look for idioms and discuss them with your students.

6. Weather proverbs

4 Divide students into pairs or groups
5 Cut & mix the two halves of the proverbs.
6 They try to match the two halves.
7 They compare the English proverbs with the ones in their own language.
8 They can think of other weather proverbs in their mother tongue and translate them into English.
9 Of course, you will choose the right proverbs according to the level of students' performance in English.
